This Sunday readings speak of the reject ion  of those who proclaim the Word of God. In  the 
first  reading Ezekie l’s call came at  a hard t ime, Jerusalem had been  dest royed and he was 
among the people who were dispelled to Babylon . Ezekiel was being sen t  to a defian t  and 
obst inate people and like Jeremiah he was warned from the star t  that  he must  be prepared to 
meet  misunderstanding and reject ion . Despite  the harsh tone the message expresses God’s 
fidelity.    

Mark’s Gospel port rays Jesus as suffer ing a similar  fate  to that  of Ezekiel and the other  Jewish  
prophets of old —reject ion  of him and his message. There is a deliberate slur  on  his name too 
as the people of his home town wonder about  him aloud “the son  of Mary” —in the world of 
ancien t  Israel peoples last  names were formed from their  father’s last  name, un less they were 
illegit imate, no one was ever  referred to as the son  of their  mother . Jesus is profoundly 
affected by the way people react  to him, mist rust  here somehow disables him. His minist ry 
amongst  his own people is limited by their  lack of t rust  and so he moves on  and never  returns 
to Nazareth again. 
 

This passage unfolds a cont inuing theme of Mark’s Gospel: Who is Jesus? His kinfolk in  
Nazareth might  know the carpenter , the son  of Mary, but  they do not  know Jesus, the Son of 
God. Mark is foreshadowing Jesus’ reject ion  by his own people, the people of Israel. He is also 
reflect ing on  and t rying to explain  the situat ion  of the community for  which he wrote. While 
many of the first  Christ ians were Jewish, Christ ian ity took hold and flourished in  the Gent ile  
community. Mark’s community was most ly a Gent ile  community, who may have been  
experiencing persecut ion . By showing that  Jesus himself was rejected, Mark consoles and 
reassures his fir st  disciples in  the challenges that  they will face.
